I. Installation

1.1 Installation under Windows ME / Windows XP / Windows 2000

No driver is required. These Windows operating systems already contain build-in driver(s), which can support the Ai-Flash. Just slide the Ai-Flash into the USB port of the PC or notebook. A removable drive icon will appear in ” My Computer” window.

1.2 Installation under Windows 98/98 SE 

(a) Go to http://www.asus.com.tw/chinese/products/software1.html to down load driver

(b) Execute “Setup.exe”  in the down load driver by double click the icon.

(c) Follow the instruction on screen.

(d) Restart computer and then insert Ai-Flash.

1.2 Unplug Ai-Flash from Windows ME / Windows 2000

The device must be deactivated before removing (un-plugging) the Ai-Flash, otherwise data may be lost.

You can deactivate “USB Mass Storage Device” by double clicking the icon in the taskbar. “Remove or eject hardware components” appears on the screen after double clicking.  Select the appropriate USB device here and confirm with “Deactivate”.  A warning will appear, if you did not deactivate the device before remove
1.2.2 Unplug Ai-Flash from Windows 98 / 98SE

Wait until the LED goes out before un-plugging the Ai-Flash, this usually only takes a few seconds.

Make sure the LED is off, then simply remove the Ai-Flash from USB port.


ATTENTION!


For users for S8000/T9000/S1000/L1000 series, if you start the system with Ai-Flash plugged in the USB slot, the system may hang during POST.
