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THIS AGREEMENT is made on 1 January 2007. 

BETWEEN

(1) The National Microelectronics Applications Centre Ltd

(2) Public-i Group Ltd

(3) Software 602 a.s.

(4) Bristol County Council

(5) Mairie D’Elancourt 

(6) Vysocina Region

(hereinafter together referred to as "the Parties")

WHEREAS:

- The Parties have submitted a common proposal for a eParticipation Preparatory Action project entitled: “LEGESE – Easing Participation in Legislative Processs”, with Contract number 2006/01/007 to the eParticipation Preparatory Action of the Commission of the European Communities, (hereinafter referred to as 'the Commission'). 
The Commission has accepted the Proposal for this Project submitted by the Parties.

- These Parties have decided to execute the Grant Agreement to be awarded by such Commission.

- The Parties wish to define certain of their rights and obligations between each other with respect to the carrying out of the Grant Agreement, the Commission having agreed to fund it on terms acceptable to such Parties.

NOW THEREFORE IT IS HEREBY AGREED AS FOLLOWS:

Article 1 - Definitions

In this Agreement, unless the context otherwise requires:

1.1 "Parties" and "Commission" shall have the respective meanings herein before given to them.

1.2 "EEC Grant Agreement " shall mean the Grant Agreement between the Commission of the one part and the Parties of the other part for the undertaking by the Parties of the Project, LEGESE, Agreement Number – 2006/01/007

1.3 "Description of Work" shall mean Annex I “Description of Work” to the EEC Contract.

1.4 "Project" shall mean the Work Programme defined in the Description of Work.

1.5 "Coordinator" shall mean the mandated first partner of the parties namely the National Microelectronics Applications Centre Ltd.

1.6 "Project Board" shall mean the Project Policy Board for the Project established by the Parties in accordance with Description of Work Section F. 

1.7 "Project Executive Committee" shall mean the Project Executive Committee for the Project established by the Parties in accordance with Section F of the Description of Work.

Article 2 - Purpose and Scope

2.1 The Parties undertake to cooperate under the conditions of this Agreement in order to execute and fulfil the EEC Grant Agreement, including all of its Annexes as contemplated in Article 1.1 thereof.

2.2 The scope of the Project is set out in the Description of Work and the performance of the Project shall be shared between the Parties according to the tasks and amounts respectively indicated in the Description of Work.

Article 3 - Coordinator

It is hereby agreed that the Coordinator shall assume overall responsibility for liaison between the Parties and the Commission concerning the Project, and for the administration of the implementation of the EEC Grant Agreement. To this effect, the Coordinator shall perform on behalf of the Parties such functions as are defined by this Agreement, the EEC Grant Agreement and, from time to time, by the Project Board.

Such functions shall be limited to:

(a) relationship and correspondence with the Commission and third parties;

(b) administration, preparation of minutes and follow-up of the decisions of the Project Board;

(c) day-to-day supervision of progress relative to the time schedules in Description of Work or otherwise set up by common agreement of the Parties;

(d) subject as provided in Article 1.3, collection of the Parties' documents and costs and other statements and forwarding thereof to the Commission. The forwarding of cost and other statements to the Commission may exclude any such statement not received by the Coordinator from any of the Parties in accordance with the time scales laid down in Annex II Part B of the EEC Grant Agreement in order not to delay the said statements and subsequent payments to the other Parties. Any such delayed statement will be forwarded to the Commission as soon as practicable but so as not to delay payments to the other Parties; and 

(e) promptly pay to each party in EURO (€) the payments received from the Commission in respect of that Party's expenditure, by transfer into that Party’s Bank Account as shown in Annex A to this Agreement.

(f) transmission of any documents connected with the Project between the Parties and from the Parties to the Commission and vice versa including without limitation the reports required by the EEC Contract to be submitted to the Commission after their approval by the Project Board and the minutes of the meetings of the Project Board for approval by the other Parties.

Article 4 - Project Board and Executive Committee

4.1 Project Board

The Project Board will have the responsibility for the running of the LEGESE project. The Project Board has the final decision making and responsibility for the outline project on all technical and financial matters.

Operation and membership of the Project Board will be as defined in section F of Description of Work or as otherwise set up by common agreement of the Parties. The Project Board will comprise of senior representatives (with decision making authority) from each Partner in the project plus the Project Manager. The Chairperson of the Project Board will be appointed by the Co-coordinating Partner and will be responsible for encouraging decisions by consensus. In the event that unanimity is not possible, decisions can be made on the basis of a qualified majority as will be set down in the Consortium Agreement. 

4.1.1 The Project Board will:

· provide overall supervision of the Project 

· have authority for the Project

· approve project plans

· give direction and guidance

· have responsibility for financial control

4.1.2 Decisions 

The decisions of the LEGESE Project Board in the Project-related matters shall be binding to all Parties subject to the right of each Party to opt out of any decision which essentially affects legitimate interests of such Party. A Party may issue its veto particularly in the case of a decision which affects significantly its budget and workload set down in the EEC Grant Agreement.

4.1.3 Responsibilities 

The LEGESE Project Board shall consider the report of the LEGESE Executive Committee, receive and approve the accounts for the past (financial) period, approve the budget and any changes to the to the Workplan and decide on changes in Project work allocations as well as acceptance of new parties or withdrawals or exclusion of Parties and decides on matters relating to: 

1. all budget-related matters,

2. the acceptance of new Parties as well as the exclusion of Parties,  

3. proposals to amend the Consortium Agreement. 

4.1.4 LEGESE Project Board Meetings 

4.1.4.1 The Coordinator will have the responsibility for organising the Project Board Meetings and acting as secretary to the Project Board.

4.1.4.2 The Project Board shall meet in accordance with Description of Work Section E (The Workplan).

4.1.4.3 Members

(1) All Parties shall be entitled to send one voting representative to the LEGESE Project Board.

(2) The representative should be authorised to decide on all matters necessary to carry out this Project in accordance with the Description of Work. 

(3) Each Partner's representative on the LEGESE Project Board will act as that Institution's Partner Project Manager and will be responsible for its internal co-ordination of LEGESE activities. In this role, they will establish the policy of their organisation for issues to be decided by the LEGESE Project Board or Executive Committee; identify internal Administrative Managers to take charge of the administrative and financial issues; and act as the contact for any administrative and financial issues.

4.1.4.4 Preparation and Organisation of the Meetings

The LEGESE Project Board shall be formally convened and chaired by the Co-ordinator's representative.

4.1.4.5 Ordinary Meetings

Ordinary meetings of the LEGESE Project Board shall be convened at least once a year. The Chairperson shall prepare and distribute the agenda at least Two (2) weeks prior to the meeting and submit the associated documentation at least one (1) week before the meeting. The agenda must give full details and background to any proposed decision. No decision may be made in relation to any matter not mentioned in the agenda unless agreed by unanimous consent of all the Parties present, or duly represented by proxy at a valid LEGESE Project Board.
4.1.4.6 Extraordinary Meetings

Extraordinary meetings of the LEGESE Project Board may be convened either by the chairperson or at the request of a majority of the Parties.

4.1.4.7 Rules of Voting

Ordinary and extraordinary meetings of the LEGESE Project Board shall constitute a quorum if more than sixty (60) percent of the Parties are present or duly represented by proxy.

Decisions relating to issues listed in Section 4.1.3 need a majority of five sixths (5/6) of all Parties, all other decisions shall be by simple majority.
4.1.4.8 Minutes of Meetings

Minutes of the meetings of the LEGESE Project Board shall be submitted to all Parties without delay. The minutes shall be considered as accepted by the Parties if, within fifteen (15) calendar days from receipt, no Party has objected in a traceable form to the co-ordinator.

4.2 Project Executive Committee

4.2.1 Relation to the Project Board 

Under the control of, and in compliance with the decisions of the Project Board, the Project Executive Committee shall co-ordinate the Project. The Project Executive Committee will exercise daily management responsibility on behalf of the Project Board. The Project Executive Committee will be responsible for the regular supervision of the conduct of the Project at a management level, and for taking necessary decisions in between the meetings of the Project Board. 

The Project Executive Committee will be chaired by the Project Manager and consist of the Workpackage Leaders and all Project Board Members. Each representative shall have a named deputy.
The Project Executive Committee assumes overall responsibility towards the Project Board for liaison between the Parties and for analysing and approving the results of activities performed under the Project.

4.2.2 Kick-off

Within seven (7) days of the Kick-off Meeting, if not earlier, the Project Executive Committee shall convene. 

4.2.3 Meetings 

The Project Executive Committee shall meet at least every six (6) months. Extraordinary meetings may be called at any other time at the request of its chairperson or by at least two (2) of the Parties. 

Meetings shall be convened by the Project Manager with at least ten (10) calendar days’ prior notice including an agenda. 

All partners will be informed of the Project Executive Committee meetings.  For partners who are not also Work Package Leaders attendance will be optional.  For partners who are also Work Package Leaders attendance in person or by proxy is compulsory.
4.2.4 Responsibilities

The Project Executive Committee shall be responsible for:

(1) supporting the Co-ordinator in fulfilling obligations towards the Commission,

(2) ensuring that all work meets functional requirements,

(3) providing Project management in relation to the activities for technical, financial and/or exploitation/ dissemination issues, as applicable,

(4) reviewing and proposing to the Project Board budget transfers in accordance with the EEC Grant Agreement and the Description of Work,

(5) proposing changes in work sharing, budget and membership of the Project Board,

(6) making proposals to the Parties (other than a Defaulting Party) to serve notices on a Defaulting Party in accordance with Section 6.6 and to assign the Defaulting Party's tasks to specific entities, 

(7) agreeing on press releases and joint publications (without prejudice to Section 9) by the Parties with regard to the Project, and 

(8) agreeing (without prejudice to Section 9) on procedures and policies in accordance with the Grant Agreement, Annex II.5, for dissemination of knowledge from the Project which is not to be used by the Parties.

In the case of Section 4.2.4. (6), the decision shall be taken unanimously by all of the non-Defaulting Parties.

Any decision requiring a vote at a Project Executive Committee meeting must be identified as such in the pre-meeting agenda, unless there is an unanimous agreement to vote on a decision at that meeting and three-quarters (3/4) of the Parties are present or represented.

Minutes of the meetings shall be transmitted to the members of the Project Executive Committee and all Project Board members for information without delay. The minutes shall be considered as accepted, if within fifteen (15) calendar days from receipt no member has objected in a traceable form to the co-ordinator.

The Project Executive Committee may in extraordinary cases take decisions through its chairperson consulting with all members via teleconference and/or via email, phone, etc. These decisions must be ratified by an ordinary meeting and shall be made available to all Parties.
Article 5 - The Project Budget and Financial Administration

5.1 The overall Project Budget and its allocation between the parties and the Commission is shown in the Annex II Budget Table of the Main Grant Agreement.

5.2 The financial provisions relating to the Commissions' contribution to the Project are laid down in Article 1.4 of the EEC Grant Agreement.

5.3 The Project Manager will have responsibility for financial management and budget control. The Parties shall mutually agree on measures to be taken.

5.4 The Cost Statements associated with the Project Budget shall be in the currency of the EEC Contract, namely EURO (€). 

Article 6 - Responsibilities

6.1 Towards the Coordinator and the Project Board - 

Each Party hereby undertakes:

(a) promptly to supply the Coordinator and the Project Board with all such information or documents as the Coordinator and the Project Board may require in connection with the EEC Contract to fulfil their obligations as provided for in this Agreement or as the Commission may properly request and to keep the Coordinator and the Project Board informed of all such requests from the Commission and responses thereto:

(b) promptly to communicate or provide any information or decision which has to be given by it to the Project Board for the purposes provided for in Article 4.1 of this Agreement.

6.2 Towards each other:

(a) Each Party undertakes to use all reasonable endeavours:

(i) to perform on time work packages and related tasks assigned solely to it under the workplan shown in Description of Work.

(ii) in respect of the work packages and associated tasks assigned jointly to it and to any other Party or Parties under the workplan shown in the Description of Work, to perform such tasks and work packages on time and jointly with such other Party or Parties; 

(iii) to participate actively with such other Party or Parties in the performance, of, or to perform itself as the case may be, such organisational tasks as are assigned to it jointly or solely under the work plan shown in the Description of Work;

(iv) promptly to notify each of the other Parties of any delay in performance in accordance with (i), (ii) and (iii) above;

(v) to prepare and present the reports to be submitted to the Commission under the EEC Contract in sufficient time to enable the Coordinator to submit them to the Commission in accordance with the timescale of the EEC Grant Agreement.

(b) Each Party shall indemnify each of the other Parties, within the limits set out in Articles 6.3 and 6.6 of this Agreement, in respect of the acts and omissions of itself and of its employees and agents provided always that such indemnity shall not extend to claims for indirect or consequential loss or damages such as but not limited to loss of profit, revenue, contracts or the like.

6.3 Claims of the Commission

If the Commission, in accordance with the provisions of the EEC Grant Agreement claims any reimbursement, indemnity or payment of damages from one or more Parties:

(a) each Party whose default has caused or contributed to the claim being made shall indemnify each of the other Parties against such claims.

(b) in the event that it is not possible to attribute default to any Party under (a) above, the amount claimed by the Commission shall be equally apportioned between all the Parties.

6.4 Towards Third Parties

Each Party, shall be solely liable for any loss incurred by, or damage or injury to, third parties resulting from the implementation by such Party of its share of the Project.

6.5 Subcontracts

Each Party shall be responsible for the performance of any part of its share of the Project in respect of which it enters into a subcontract.

6.6 Defaults and Remedies

In the event of a substantial breach by a Party ("the Defaulting Party") of its obligations under this Agreement or the EEC Grant Agreement which is irremediable or which is not remedied within one month's written notice from the other Parties requiring that it be remedied and the other Parties jointly terminate this Agreement with respect to the Defaulting Party by not less than one month's prior written notice, such termination shall [without prejudice to Article 6.3(a)] take place with respect to the Defaulting Party and the Defaulting Party shall be deemed to have agreed to the termination of the EEC Grant Agreement in respect of the participation therein of the Defaulting Party provided always that:

(a) without prejudice to any other rights of the other Parties, the licences granted to the Defaulting Party by the other Parties under this Agreement as well as under the EEC Grant Agreement shall cease immediately but the licences so granted by the Defaulting Party to the other Parties and their Affiliated Companies shall remain in full force and effect;

(b) the scope of the tasks of the Defaulting Party as specified in the EEC Grant Agreement shall be assigned to one or several companies and/or entities which are chosen by the other Parties and are acceptable to the Commission and which agree to be bound by the terms of this Agreement, with preference being granted to one or more of the remaining Parties;

(c) the Defaulting Party shall (i) assume all reasonable direct cost increase (if any) resulting from the assignment referred to in (b) above in comparison with the costs of the tasks of the Defaulting Party as specified in Description of Work and (ii) be liable for any so resulting additional direct cost incurred by the other Parties, up to a total amount which taken together with any liability to the Commission under Article 6.3 of this Agreement shall not exceed the total maximum limit of liability specified in this Article in respect of the Defaulting Party, and any excess amount shall be shared equally between the Parties (including the Defaulting Party).All entire liabilities for any cause whatsoever and indemnifications of each Party towards another Party and/or the Commission and/or a third party, shall be limited to direct damages to a maximum of 150% of their total project budget. Under no circumstances shall a Party be liable for loss of data, loss of profit or loss of revenue.

6.7 Continuation in Force

The provisions of this Article 6 shall survive the expiration or termination of this Agreement (whether under Article 6.6 or otherwise) to the extent necessary to enable the Parties to pursue the remedies provided for in this Article.

Article 7 - Ownership, exploitation and circulation of results

7.1 Each Party agrees to be bound by the terms and conditions of Article II.3 of the EEC Grant Agreement entitled "Ownership of the Results" and Article II.4 “Confidentiality”

7.2 If any Party proposes to employ a subcontractor to carry out any of that Party's work on the Project, such employment shall only be on terms which enable that Party to carry out its obligations under the EEC Grant Agreement and this Agreement (including but not limited to Articles 7.1 and 8 of this Agreement) and shall be subject to the approval of the Commission as provided for the EEC Grant Agreement.

7.3 If, in the course of carrying out work on the Project, employees and/or subcontractors of more than one Party jointly make an invention design or work, and if the features of such joint invention design or work are such that it is not possible to separate them for the purpose of applying for or obtaining the relevant patent protection or other industrial property rights, the parties concerned may jointly apply for the relevant patent or other industrial or intellectual property rights.

The arrangements for applying for, maintaining and exploiting such patent or other industrial or intellectual property rights shall be agreed between the parties concerned on a case-by-case basis. So long as any such patent or other industrial or intellectual property right is in force, the parties concerned shall be entitled to use and to licence such patent or other industrial or intellectual property right without any financial compensation to or the consent of the other Parties concerned, but subject always to the terms of the EEC Grant Agreement.

7.4 The provisions of this Article 7 shall survive the termination or expiration of this Agreement.

Article 8 - Confidentiality

8.1 As respects all information whether oral, in writing or computer form, whether of a technical nature or otherwise relating in any manner to the business or affairs of another Party, as is disclosed to a Party on a confidential basis by any other party hereunder or otherwise in connection with the Project whether pending or after execution of the EEC Grant Agreement each Party (in addition and without prejudice to any undertaking given by that Party under the EEC Contract as to use or confidence) undertakes to each of the other Parties that:

(a) once the EEC Grant Agreement has been entered into, it will not during a period of two (2) years from the date of disclosure use any such information for any purpose other than the carrying out of its obligations under the EEC Grant Agreement and this Agreement or other than in accordance with the terms of the EEC Grant Agreement and of this Agreement; and

(b) it will during the aforesaid period of two (2) years treat the same as (and use all reasonable endeavours to procure that the same be kept) confidential and not disclose the same to any other person without the prior written consent of such other Party in each case;

provided always that:

(i) such undertaking shall not in any case be deemed to extend to any information which a Party can show:

(a) was at the time of receipt published or otherwise generally available to the public.

(b) has after receipt by the receiving party been published or become generally available to the public otherwise than through any act or omission on the part of the receiving party,

(c) was already in the possession of the receiving party at the time of receipt without any restrictions on disclosure,

(d) was rightfully acquired from others without any undertaking of confidentiality imposed by the disclosing party.

(e) was developed independently of the work under the EEC Grant Agreement by the receiving party, or

(f) was necessarily divulged by marketing products or software.

(ii) nothing herein contained shall prevent the communication of the same to the Commission or (against similar undertakings of confidence and for delivery up of such information as are contained in this Agreement) to any permitted third party insofar as necessary for the proper carrying out of the EEC Grant Agreement.

8.2 As respects any permitted communication of any of the information referred to in Article 8.1 by the recipient Party to any other person such Party will use all reasonable endeavours to procure due observance and performance by such other person of the undertakings referred to in paragraph (ii) of Article 8.1 of this Agreement and all relevant undertakings in the EEC Grant Agreement.

8.3 The provisions of this Article 8 shall survive the expiration or termination of this Agreement.

Article 9 - Information dissemination

Procedures for the dissemination of information relating to the Project other than those aspects described in Workpackage 2.2 of the Description of Work Annex shall be agreed between the Parties through the Project Board.

Article 10 - No Partnership or Agency

Nothing in this Agreement shall be deemed to create a partnership or agency between the Parties or any of them, save that for the purposes of this Agreement and the EEC Grant Agreement the Coordinator is entitled to act for the other Parties in accordance with the terms of the EEC Grant Agreement and of Article 3 of this Agreement.

Article 11 - Assignment

No Party shall, without the prior written consent of the other Parties and the Commission, assign or otherwise transfer partially or totally any of its rights and obligations under this Agreement.

Article 12 - Duration - Termination

12.1 This Agreement shall come into force as of the date of its signature but shall then have retroactive effect as from the Operative Commencement Date of the Project, if earlier, and shall thereafter continue in full force and effect until complete discharge of all obligations undertaken by the Parties under the EEC Grant Agreement and under this Agreement as well as any amendment or extension thereof.

12.2 No Party shall be entitled to withdraw from or to terminate this Agreement and/or its participation in the Project unless (a) that Party has obtained the prior written consent of the other Parties and of the Commission to the withdrawal or termination, or (b) the EEC Grant Agreement is terminated by the Commission for any reason whatsoever, provided always that a Party shall not by withdrawal or termination be relieved from (i) any of its obligations under this Agreement which are intended to survive such event, (ii) its responsibilities under this Agreement or the EEC Grant Agreement in respect of that part of that Party's work on the Project which has been carried out (or which should have been carried out) up to the date of withdrawal or termination or (ii) from any of its obligations or liabilities arising out of such withdrawal or termination.

It is mutually understood that each Party may withdraw, without causing any negative consequences of whatever kind or nature, from this Agreement and/or its participation in the Project, in the event that no EEC Grant Agreement will be signed and/or to the Project Boards judgment this EEC Grant Agreement will not be timely signed.

12.3 In the event that any party enters into bankruptcy or liquidation or any other arrangement for the benefit of its creditors which makes this Party unable to further fulfil its obligations under this Agreement the other Parties shall, subject to approval by the Commission, be entitled to take over the fulfilment of such Party's obligations and to receive subsequent payments under the EEC Grant Agreement in respect thereof. In such event all rights and obligations under the EEC Grant Agreement and this Agreement shall in good faith be re-distributed among the remaining Parties and the affected party on the basis of the work performed by the affected Party prior to the occurrence of the above circumstances.

Article 13 - Settlement of Disputes

In the event that any dispute, controversy or claim relating to or arising out of this Agreement cannot be settled by negotiation, or by agreed arbitration, except for injunctive or other provisional remedies, such matter shall be brought before the competent court in Ireland.

Article 14 - Notices

This Agreement and the EEC Grant Agreement constitute the entire agreement between the Parties in respect of the Project, and supersede all previous negotiations, commitments and writings concerning the Project.

Amendments or changes to this Agreement shall be valid only if made in writing and signed by an authorised signatory of each of the Parties.

All signed attachments and Annexes, form an indissoluble part of this Agreement.

Except insofar this is mentioned explicitly in this Agreement, each Party shall grant no other warranty, express or implied, of whatever kind or nature whatsoever.
